significant component of cartographic materials (portolans

ethnographic narratives. The situation changed radically in
the first third of the 19" century. At this stage, the island
was positioned as a vital component of the ancient
historical and cultural heritage of the Black Sea region. In
the research dedicated to the island during this period
(notably by the Odesa Society of History and Antiquities),
its role as a specific marker of identity was clearly
articulated for the first time, certifying a primordial
attraction to ancient civilization as part of the regional
identity.

This trend of emphasizing the ancient heritage was generally preserved in Soviet historiography, although
often overshadowed by the island’s function as a closed military object. A fundamental paradigm shift occurred
during the period of Ukraine’s independence. In the works of Ukrainian historians, archaeologists, and natural
scientists dedicated to Snake Island, the role of the island is clearly actualized as an important link of the state
border of Ukraine as a free and independent country. The article analyzes how political and legal processes,
such as the 2009 International Court of Justice ruling, contributed to a clearer articulation of its meaning as a
marker of modern Ukrainian identity.

After the start of the full-scale war with russia in 2022, this exact aspect acquired special significance. The
study concludes that in both scientific research and other forms of coverage of events related to the island (media
discourse, folklore), Snake Island has transformed into a universal symbol of national resistance and the state’s
capacity to control its sovereign space.
