The article “Snake Island as a marker of identity: on the history of the problem and its interpretation
in the history of the Ukrainian Black Sea region” by Kseniia Lishchyna, published in Volume 20 (2025):

was retracted on 16 March 2026 by decision of the Editor-in-Chief due to the identification of fabricated
(“hallucinated”) citations, i.e. Al-generated bibliographic references in the article, which constitutes a breach
of academic integrity. The retraction was made in accordance with the publication’s policy, elaborated based
on the COPE Retraction Guidelines.

The author, Kseniia Lishchyna, submitted a statement in which she acknowledged that a “serious
technical error in the bibliography” had occurred because she had “used automated digital tools to compile
the bibliography, which resulted in the generation of phantom sources.”
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The article is still available online marked as ‘Retracted’, but should no longer be cited. The author,
as well as indexing bibliographic databases, were properly notified about the article retraction.
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
